Sir John Houghton has both scientific and Christian credentials.
Two quotes from Sir John:

“More and more, as I worked on the IPCC reports, I began to examine the consequences of what we in the developed world were doing, and I realised that global warming was something the rich were responsible for.  The moral imperative to do something about it is very, very strong.  The developed world has to take the first action in reducing greenhouse gas emissions.  The evidence is that 2 degrees of warming is about the limit.  Are we running out of time?  The answer is yes.  If we want to limit the global temperature increase to 2 degrees, the peak in our greenhouse gases has to occur in 2015.  We have six years.  Now, is that going to happen?  If there is political will, we’ll do it.”
In the foreword to the book, ‘Christianity, Climate Change and Sustainable Living’ he writes:  “Christians have a particular contribution to make to combat Climate Change.  Christianity, of all the world’s religions, emphasises most strongly the connections between the material and the spiritual.  Caring for creation was the first task given to Adam and Eve ….  God could not have demonstrated more forcibly his commitment to his creation than to send his son, Jesus, to be part of it.  In our stewardship of creation, we are called to follow Jesus, especially in his concern for the poor and disadvantaged, who will be the most adversely affected by Climate Change.”
